of the extremes of the scales is not identical ("very", "entirely" or "completely" satisfied or dissatisfied). Hence the comparability of the mean
scores is limited.

Item S14 in this table is quite similar to item S9 in table 1.2.2a. the question wording is identical, only the rating scales differ: 0-10 respectively 1-
